Variability in a collection of coriander (Coriandrum 
sativum L.) germplasm 

Surveys were conducted for collection of 
coriander (Coriandrum sativum L.) 
germplasm from Jabalpur (Madhya 
Pradesh, India) during 1996-97. The 
collections were sown at Regional Agri­
cultural Research Station, Raigarh, 
Madhya Pradesh for evaluation and 
some of their morphological attributes 
are presented in Table 1. 

and 200 umbels/plant in RCS-13 
and RCS-2 respectively, a maximum 
yield of 70 and 385 seeds/plant in 
RCS-13 and RCS-2 respectirely, and a 
maximum yield of 8.6 g/plant in RCS-13 
indicated that the germ plasm collected 
has a vast potential for improvement of 
coriander.
